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INTRODUCTION

We formed LG & DES Group to establish Self-Sustainable Social Models of Society Owned
Education Systems (S.0.Edu.S.), Society Owned Economic Systems (S.0.Eco.S.) and Society Owned
Development System (S.O0.D.S.) based on Social Governance, Social Economy, and Social
Ownership.

To establish Self-Sustainable Social Models of Social Governance, the Board of Founders decided
that we should not apply for Fund to any Funding Agency for our projects. We have never received
any fund for our projects from any funding agency. We accept financial support from individual
human beings and society. We do not accept financial support from any organized or centralized
capital system.

The nature of our organization is like a Joint Indian Family; our basic organizations work freely with
their own understandings by sharing their experiences with others and supporting each other. Our
fundamental organizations follow the fundamental ideology of the group.

We formed Madhuri Sewa Nyas Trust and Koya Wes organization after LG & DES Group. The Board
of Founders decided that LG & DES Group would develop the Ideologies, Concepts, Thoughts,
Inspirations, Motivations and National-International Campaigning, for Social Governance, while
Madhuri Sewa Nyas Trust and Koya Wes will work to execute these on the ground. It means that
Madhuri Sewa Nyas Trust and Koya Wes organizations are working tools of LG & DES Group to
establish social models on real ground.

Madhuri Sewa Nyas Trust, is registered in Delhi and works in North Districts of Bihar. Koya Wes, is
registered in Chhattisgarh and works in South Bastar Region, Chhattisgarh.

Out of the working areas of Madhuri Sewa Nyas Trust and Koya Wes, conveners, directors,
representatives, members and volunteers are working on various social issues in various areas of India

such as Right to Information, Education, Agro-Industrial Economy and Water.

We invite any human being or any community from the whole world to
evaluate our works. We welcome and pay regards to our critics.
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IDEOLOGY

Social Ownership- (An introductory view)-

Society generates Capital thus all types of economic and market systems must be accountable to
the society. Social Ownership means accountability to society up to its last segment.

We believe that all the basic needs of human beings to stay alive, are produced by common society
since the beginning of society. Capital was produced by common society and still it is produced by
common society. In current market systems there is no accountability towards common society. The
Current market and various centralized power centres are playing with the whole society by defining
Economy, Education, Market, Development, Profit, Skills, Communication, Values and Management
by using speedy but Virtual Economic Systems. By these speedy but Virtual Economic Systems, the
inhumane market systems are able to spread far but superficially without having any concern with

ground realities.

Current market systems are talking for Entire Economic Development, Social Welfare and Total
Development. However, what are the realities of the current market systems? Human Beings need
food, clothes and houses for their basic needs. However, the majority of consumers of current market
systems are too busy in virtual wants that they have forgotten from where we are getting things of our
basic needs. Humans are now being termed as Consumers. Communities are being termed as big,
small, or emerging markets. Consumers can buy food and clothes without having any concern about
the identity of the producer. Consumers pay a lot, but not for products; they pay for their virtual
satisfactions, virtual wants, and these virtual things, are generated psychologically by inhumane
market systems just for their Virtual Capital, i.e. Currency. All these markets, so-called economic
boost and so-called developments are only for maximum 10% to 15% of total human mass. And this
small percentage can not be increased because this 10% to 15 % of total human mass enjoys Capital
generated by other 80% to 85 % of total human mass. This 10% to 15 % can become 20% to 25 % or

some little more but it cannot become a larger part of the total human mass.

Current market systems create virtual things to sell, psychologically. They also create virtual
developments by diverting our concerns from ground realities of major percentage of total human
mass by telling us about so-called developments and so-called economic boosts.

Social Welfare and Social Economy can not be developed by Data Presentation, Statistical
Charts, Graphs of Stock Exchanges or by projecting information/documents in various virtual
or semi-virtual speedy market information systems.
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Without having understandings and meanings of Labour, Production, Economy, Profit, Capital,
Currency, Development, Market and Welfare, current systems are trying to control all natural and
human assets. Virtual Economic Systems depend on Virtual or Semi Virtual Productions related to
profit-making market ideas and information-speed tools. Specifically skilled human robots are
producing these tools. These persons get much currency because they are primary human tools of
current Virtual Economy Systems; thus, these specifically skilled human robots are the complimentary
of inhumane market/ economy systems. These inhumane market/economy systems work for the
smaller part of total human mass even though they occupy/capture the largest share of natural and
social assets by all hooks and crooks including organized & structural violence. Majority of total
human mass of the whole earth does not use these productions.

Majority of human robots are working only for virtual or semi-virtual systems. Only to get some
currency to satisfy virtual needs, these human robots follow Virtual Economic Systems having no
accountabilities and responsibilities to the society. These virtual or semi-virtual productions are being
termed as Capital. By this, current economic systems are proving and are generating concepts that

market systems are generating Capital.

It is a matter of open and direct mass discussions that any type of market or economy systems have
social or moral rights or not, to use largest share of assets for smallest percentages of total human
mass. It is also a matter of direct mass discussions that current virtual productions should be termed as
products, or not.

The profit-making ideas, profit-making concepts, profit-making techniques of management and
current economic systems can not be praised as Economy Development or Social Welfare or
Economy Boost. Only Currency is in base of all these ideas, concepts, techniques, management skills
and economic systems thus Currency has become most powerful thing. Currency is trying to control
all things of society without any accountability to society.

Currency is not Capital because it does not represent work or labour directly. Currency can
represent work or labour virtually. Currency cannot be Capital. However, Virtual Economy
Systems are empowering currency as Capital to dismiss fundamental rights of society on human
and social assets. Market systems are capturing all social capital by empowering currency. Thus
who have currency think that they are generating capital and are working hard. Current
market systems create these fallacies by virtualization of social capital by killing social
accountability.
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Society is direct owner of all capital/assets. Various inhumane power centers as political power
centers, market power centers, and other power centers damaged Social Ownership to get control over
society. Inhumane market/economy systems and unsocial power centers establish many rules,
definitions and laws with organized violence to get control over society.

To remove inhuman systems from society, to form a better Earth to live for all human, all of us should
work to establish Society Owned Systems. Social Groups, Social Organizations and individuals will

be trustees of Social Systems under Direct Social Ownership.

Self-Sustained Social Models of Social Governance: Society Owned Education,
Economy and Health Systems

Khagaria District is one of the most backward and naturally
very critical regions of the country. There are seven big and perennial rivers in this small district. The
King Todarmal, the treasurer of Mughal Empire, did not show this region in his revenue map
measurements due to very critical geography of this region. From that time, this region is being
termed as FARAKIA (FARAKIA means separate from mainstream). For this region, it has been
accepted that it cannot be developed thus it should not be developed. This region is one of most flood-
affected regions of the country. Because of FARAKIA region, none of the centralized political or
market systems was interested to work and still they are not interested to work for this region.

We got this region as Fertile Society for Social Governance Models because it is a FARAKIA region
from mainstream. In Khagaria District of Bihar, we are working to establish Self-Sustainable-Social-
Models of Social Governance, Society Owned Education System, Society Owned Health Systems and
Social Economy. Twenty One (21) Technical Training, Professional Training and Vocational Training
Institutes and Institutes for Global Peace and Brotherhoods; are being established in the holy land of
Khagaria, District. Local Society is arranging more than 300 Acres of Land for these Society Owned
Institutes.

These Society Owned Institutes will include Nursing Institute, Primary Teachers Training Institute,
B.Ed Training Institute, Industrial Training Institute, Polytechnic Institute, Engineering Training
Institutes, Medical Science Institute, Paramedical Science Institute, Institute of Water and others

including a 1000 Beds Community Hospital.

To establish Social Ownership and Direct Social Governance, we are not applying to get fund at any
funding agency (government or non-government). We are making efforts to establish Self-Sustained
Social Models of Direct Social Ownership and Direct Social Governance. Society is constructing
these institutes with her own Social Capital that proves Social Ownership. The Decentralized
Governing Committees will govern all these institutes. The villages and individuals have started to
form these decentralized governing committees. These institutes will be self-reliance for their running

and maintenance expenses.
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In these institutes, 50% seats in each institute will be for Khagaria District, within these 50%
seats, poor students will get admissions with various fee concessions according to the
recommendations by villages committees and governing committees.

We started weekly, bi-weekly, and monthly discussions continuously with the villagers to get their
support about two years ago. We organized a big mass meeting on 6™ of October 2006 to expand

public span for Social Governance’s self-sustained social models.

In last more than 60 years after political independence of India, our political power, administrative
power and market power systems established only one thing in society that is— Social Mistrust.

To avoid the negativities or reactions of Social Mistrusts, The Board of Conveners decided that we
would not accept any centralized fund or grant; we will not apply for fund to any structured funding
agency (either government or non-government). The Board decided that we will prefer to accept non-
currency contributions, particular village or particular individual decides the utilization of

contributions.

Slowly-slowly, we are moving forward to form continuous and periodic contributions systems in each
village of Khagaria District. These villages collect periodic contributions and send their
representatives to the construction sites where they can decide to purchase construction materials or
any other uses for their contributions. Some time they come to monitor the works, some time we
invite them to evaluate works. Thus, continuous monitoring and evaluation process is going on
directly by society.

After the day of First Foundation Ceremony, within less than one year, we have completed one
Nursing Training Institute with hostels and we have started first phase of community hospital.

We are in continuous touch with Local Society by our Continuous Public Communication

Systems. By these communication systems, we are in alive and direct communication/ information

systems with the local society.

Big Mass Meeting (About One Lac People) on 6" October 2006

We organized a
mass meeting on 6" of October 2006 at Khagaria, Bihar to discuss these institutes based on social
governance with the common public openly. About, One Lac (100,000) persons attended this public

meeting.

We talked to them that they could make ideal social model in this FARAKIA region, we told them
that if governments are not interested in our developments then why should we not work for our
development by our own. We have facing problems for last 60 years, we have been paying revenues,

taxes etc. Up to, how many years, we will wait for developments. We form governments for us;
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society is much bigger than governments, administrations, markets. All these structures were formed
for the social welfares, but because these systems are not accountable to the common society thus
society should start to establish Education Systems, Economy Systems, Development Systems with
social accountability under its own supervision.

More than 80,000 people were hearing all these talks with patience. Up to evening the public strength
became more than 100,000 people.

Continuous Public Communication System with Local Society
We publish a Multi Pages
Periodical without name and registration. We circulate Periodicals within Khagaria District. The

circulation of Periodical is about to 50,000 families of Khagaria (the total circulation strength of all
daily newspapers in whole Khagaria District is about 15,000 copies. Persons read our Periodicals with
interests because they get a direct talk to themselves by us time to time. To circulate our periodicals,
our volunteers reach each village, each block, each local market to circulate Periodicals directly. We

also use hawkers in urban and semi-urban areas to circulate periodicals.
The name of institutes or any other important issue, we place in our Periodicals and after reading
these, people give their responses to us. By these communication systems, local people are in Decision

Making Systems directly.

We are successfully using Continuous Public Communication System with Local Society in Decision

Making Processes directly.

Foot March in Khagaria

To expand social discussions within each village of Khagaria; each
corner of FARAKIA region of Khagaria District; we did a primary march in two bikes in whole
district for 10 days.

Foot March was necessary to get deep understanding about the real and ground problems,
issues and culture of local society

We started an about one and half month long Foot March in Khagaria District. We covered each
block, each village Panchayat. We walked daily average more than 30 Kms, we had not pre-planned
foot march route. We were walking from a village to next village continuously. Where we saw a
group of some persons in villages or in agricultural fields, we went them and discussed with them.
There were no shops in these villages to get food or tea, in many villages there were no link roads. We
had no food for us. We were walking in villages in a non-planned manner. We did not know that in

which village we would be in night or at noon.
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Unknown villages, unknown villagers gave us food and shelters. Villagers were feeding us their best
with love and respect even they were poor because they felt that we were walking for them under too
hot sun.

We had decided that in foot march, we would not accept any penny from the villagers because
we are going to meet our bigger family. We decided that we should not take food by one family;
we preferred to take food in small groups in different families of village. By this method, we did
not become burden on any family and we could generate direct family relationship with the
individual families of villages.

We walked in those areas also, where none of political leaders, none of administrative officers and
none of NGO workers visited in last decades. We were also welcomed warmly in Mushar Colonies,
Dom Colonies (the lowest castes of Hindu Society) and by poorest families. We preferred to accept
food by them. We are in continuous efforts to add last man of the society in the Decision Making

Systems of these Society Owned Institutes.

Right to Information Activities — (Society Owned Information Centres)

Prafull
Chandra Ghosh ji is our state representative for Right to Information Activities in Bihar. He has been
working on Rights for last more than two decades without taking any fund or fellowship. He goes in
different villages daily in his Motor Cycle and distribute booklets, pamphlets and stickers of RTI Act
campaigning. He keeps 10 Rs Postal Orders with him and he motivates villagers towards the uses of
RTI Act. He initiated the concept of Village Information Centres in Khagaria, later his initiative was
modified as Social Information Centres.

After Foot March, it was discussed that because state government and government departments are
not honest and responsible for the Right to Information Act-2005. Also, they are not supportive to RTI
Activities and they are not following Indian Constitution. In Bihar, even after two years of this act,

there are not information about Public Information Officers in many districts of Bihar.

It was discussed that why we should not establish Independent Social Information Centres, in these
social information centres, local village, local block and local community will have information of
government workings according to the particular village and block level society and anytime these
information can be compared with government departments provided information. In some villages,
young students and youth started to campaign RTI Act and they started non-formal Social Information

Centres. We are making effort to make these Information Centres financially independent.
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Koya Wes Organization
South Bastar, Chhattisgarh

Koya Wes organization has been working in South Bastar Region, Chhattisgarh. This area has been
suffering from internal Non-Violence for last many years. Hundreds of killings are going on in this
region monthly in average. Paramilitary forces are here. Traditional Tribal have been suffering with
their lives from both sides either from government forces or from non-government violent forces.
Innocent Tribal are being killed from both sides.

South Bastar region is a dense forest area, minerals area thus Millions of Millions Rs capital are being
generated in this area by forest and minerals each year. Big Indian Companies and MNCs are being
occupied thousands of acres here for minerals. In this naturally rich area, minerals are available with

the availability of water.

Here in this region, in some interior areas, people have no knowledge of currency. They do not
understand the meaning of currency. They get only half or one kg salt after their work in whole day.

Head Quarter of South Bastar District, has no Bus Stop, no Railways Station, no Petrol Pump, no
Hospital (hospital building is being constructed by government, we hope that within 2- 3 years, it will
be a running hospital) and also has no Private Clinic.

In Dantewada (South Bastar) District, there are many people who have no land or no house for them
of course they have no permanent village also. To these persons, Department of forest gives some land
as VAN-GRAM (Forest-Village) to the communities for 10 or 15 or some more years in lease. In
these VAN-GRAMs, about 20% land can be used to make a place to live and rest 80% land can be

used only in animal keeping or in agricultural works.

This area has one of the highest rates for Child Workers; more than 70% of the total children in
this district are Child Worker from their age of five (5) years or less age. They start to work
with their age of five and work until their death.

The whole family works hard for 12 to 15 hours daily to collect costly forest products. They start with
early morning (some time they start to work at 3.00 AM in morning) and work till late night (some
time at midnight they reach their mud-bed). After this hard work of whole family, a family with 5-6
family members gets an average Rs 2000/ to Rs 4000/ (two thousands to four thousands) or some little

more Rs per year. They buy one cloth to wear and they buy next cloth after two or three years.

Models of Social Governance on Tradition & Primary Education & Health

To
establish a permanent solution, we decided to establish some cottage production and marketing units
and a Self-Sustained Residential Social Education Centre for Tribal Children. We needed help for
only three years to reach stage of Self-Reliance Residential Education Centre for tribal children.
Because this area is one of the most critical areas of India and people are very poor and are too
exploited; thus, we were in ideological struggle inside us to apply for fund. We thought, before any

project proposal, we should start to communicate to understand sincerities of funding agencies.

We tried to contact some funding agencies. However, we did not get sincerity in them; they were not
able to think beyond their mechanical and conditioned processes. Moreover, because funding agencies
have currency and thousands of NGOs are playing game for money thus we decided that we should

establish this Residential Education Centre for Tribal Children even it will take some years to start.

We start to motivate local communities, local villagers and local individuals for this Education
Centre. It took two years time, but now we are moving ahead to start this Education Centre in
some months. Before two years, we were thinking to start this with 30 children but now we will
start this with 20 children. We did not get any support for this Education Centre by any funding
agency. This centre is being established with local community contributions, because this centre
is for their own children. In this Education Centre, there will be a traditional and natural health
unit.

Koya Wes will generate many Community Owned Residential Education Centres for tribal children in
this region by this one Residential Education Centre.

Water Harvesting Structures
To motivate local tribal towards natural farming, Koya We
has been working with its Social Centre. We constructed seven (7) water-harvesting structures in

Kamalnaar, Bhogaam and Purantarai villages by community contribution.

Cost of constructions is from Rs 80,000 to Rs 1,20,000 for each water-harvesting structure. Koya Wes
did not get any penny for all these water-harvesting structures. All seven structures were constructed
by 100% local community contribution.

We constructed these structures to initiate people motivation to water harvesting methods without any

out side help. Now we have started to get offers from some other villages for water-harvesting

structures.
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Agro-Industrial Economy Units (Social Economy)

Koya  Wes has started a
manufacturing unit for Hand-Made clothes. In this unit, we are using hand and leg driven traditional
wooden machine. Ten local persons are working in this manufacturing unit. Because in this area, there
1s no crop of raw cotton thus we buy raw cotton from Jagdalpur District (more than 120 Kms from this
area). We motivated some businesspersons in Raipur and few of them accepted to buy our hand-made
clothes.

Mass Meetings

We organized continuous meetings as weekly, bi-weekly and monthly
meetings in villages of our working area. We are working in more than seven hundred (700) villages
in South Bastar Region.

We have a committed team of social-volunteers. Till present time, we are not paying any money
to our volunteers, and we have no planning to pay them in future also.

Some time we organize local foot marches to have open discussions with local mass. We do not use
Clothes Banners, Sign Boards or any mean of advertisement in our foot marches or in mass meetings

in this region because we have no surplus money to spend on these things.

OTHER

We also work re-establishment works for last more than one decade in Natural or Man-Generated

disasters as Flood, Fire or other in our working areas of Bihar and Chhattisgarh.
